providing better control of airflow between network servers and other rack equipment.

Aisle containment is the practice of enclosing either the cold aisles or the hot aisles between server racks to

prevent chilled supply air and warm exhaust air from mixing.

Requires hot aisle/cold aisle rack configuration - This entails lining up server racks in alternating rows with

cold-air intakes all facing one aisle, hot-air exhausts the other.

In standard data center configurations, server racks are arranged in alternating rows where server fronts (air

intakes) face each other across cold aisles, while server backs (hot exhaust ports) face each ...

The goal of a hot or cold aisle configuration is to conserve energy and lower cooling costs by managing air

flow. Designing the proper containment system requires lining server racks in rows (or aisles) with ...

Hot aisle/cold aisle layout can still be used in server rooms without raised floors: distinct hot and cold aisles

can be created by rearranging server rack locations and then reconfiguring the ductwork above.
