In the PON network, there is an OLT at the service provider''s central office and a number of ONU devices or

optical ONT devices near end users, as well as the optical splitter (SPL).

The configuration below has individual splitters at a central location, but addresses that are typically not

reconfigurable by jumpers, so this configuration is a "distributed" split.

Centralized splitting means that the optical splitter between the optical line terminal (OLT) and the optical

network unit (ONU) is parallel, and the basic form is "OLT->optical splitter->ONU", in ...

Two stage splitter means that the optical splitter between OLT and ONU is cascaded, and its basic form is

A split ratio describes how many output ports a splitter has, and how evenly the input optical power is

distributed across those ports. For example, a 1:32 splitter takes 1 input signal and ...

Optical Splitters: The most critical component. A splitter takes a single beam of light from the OLT and splits

it into multiple beams (e.g., 1:32 or 1:64) to serve multiple homes, eliminating the ...
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
