Unlike other lower class switch vendors (which are plug-and-play), the Cisco switch needs some initial basic
configuration in order to enable management, security and some other important features.

To maximize switch performance and to ensure a link, follow one of these guidelines when changing the
duplex or the speed settings. L et both ports autonegotiate both speed and duplex.

The SLM2024 and SLM2048 offer twenty four (24) or forty eight (48) gigabit copper ports, with two (2)
shared copper or optical (SFP) uplink interfaces for connecting the switch to the core network.
