
Power Allocation for PoE Switches

In static mode, Power is allocated based on the maximum power to the PoE ports in the order of port number.

When power policing is enabled, the device polices the power usage at the switch port, where the power

consumption is greater than that by the device.

The default option for PoE allocation is usage, which is what a PD attached to the port is allocated. You can

override this value by specifying the amount of power allocated to a port by using the class or ...

Determine your PoE power needs for your selected PoE switch by totaling the maximum amount of PoE

power each connected PD requires, using maximum power in watts (usually found on a PD''s data ...

The initial power allocation is the maximum amount of power that a powered device requires. The switch

initially allocates this amount of power when it detects and powers the powered device.

The maximum PoE power budget is allocated to the line card by the switch''s power management, while PoE

power is allocated to the ports on the line card by the PoE controller.
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
